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Teen pregnancy is an important issue for

youth development programs because:

1. Four in ten girls become pregnant at least once before

they turn 20 and teen pregnancy and childbearing cause

serious problems for teens, families and communities.

2. Many Massachusetts communities have teen pregnancy

rates that significantly exceed the national average.

3. Recently, state funding for teen pregnancy prevention

programs has been significantly cut and further 

elimination is expected. Your program can play a role

in filling this gap in services to youth.

Youth development programs are important 

partners in preventing teen pregnancy.

Youth development work empowers young people to

make healthy decisions and fosters a sense of hope for

the future. Research shows that youth development

programs can substantially reduce teen pregnancy and

birth rates over a long period of time.

Partners in Prevention can offer support to

your programs and organizations by:

1. Providing training, workshops and presentations

addressing topics such as: 

• best practices in teen pregnancy prevention, 

• communicating positive messages to teens about sexuality, 

• gaining community support for teen pregnancy prevention, 

• examining teen pregnancy prevention strategies and

sexuality education, and 

• research related to teen pregnancy prevention.

2. Consulting with you to incorporate teen pregnancy

prevention strategies in your programs. 

3. Connecting you to regional or national resources and 

information through events, mailings and other materials.
